After gathering in a circle, we begin by greeting each other by name in a friendly and cheerful way.  
Next, the students have a chance to share any new and exciting events with the class or respond to an academic question with peers.


After sharing, there is an activity for the whole class.  In the activity we play an activity to collaboratively review learned content.  This allows the students to work together and problem solve as a whole group while learning together. 

The last part of our meeting is called the morning message.  During this time, students read a letter from me.  The letter is intended to prepare students for the learning day ahead. We also “work” the letter, which means that we use the letter to practice a reading, language, or math skill.
